MANDEVILLE CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
FOR THE MEETING OF JANUARY 14, 2016

The regular meeting of the Mandeville City Council was called to order by the Council Chairman at 6:00 p.m. Following the call to order, a moment of silence was observed and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

MINUTES:
1. Adoption of the December 10, 2015 Meeting Minutes.
A motion was made by Mr. Ellis and seconded by Mr. Danielson to adopt the minutes of December 10, 2015. There being no further questions or comments, the motion passed 5-0.

PRESENTATIONS:
Chief Richard recognized the Mandeville Police Reserve Officers. These men volunteer their time to serve the City and are a huge asset to our community. We thank them for their service.

REPORTS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS:
Mr. Madden wanted to remind everyone that we are accepting application for a position on the Parks and Parkways Board until January 22, 2016.
Mrs. Buchholz announced the start of the application process for the Director position of Keep Mandeville Beautiful.  

OLD BUSINESS:
1.Adoption of Ordinance No. 15-35; AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE ADOPTING THE JOB POSITION DESCRIPTION FOR THE POSITION TITLE OF COMMUNITY CENTER COORDINATOR WITHIN THE CULTURAL DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT  AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH (Offered by Rick Danielson, Council-at-Large)

Ordinance No. 15-35 was read by title by Mr. Madden.  A motion was made by Mrs. Buchholz and seconded by Mr. Ellis for its introduction. Mr. Danielson stated this is a new job description for an existing position. The process did get approval from the Civil Service Board. Without further comment or questions Ordinance No. 15-35, the ordinance passed 5-0.

2. Adoption of Ordinance No. 15-36; AN ORDINANCE TO ADOPT THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE HISTORIC RESOURCES SURVEY PREPARED BY COX MCCLAIN ENVIRONMENTAL DATED 2015. (Offered by Ernest Burguieres, Council District I)

Ordinance No. 15-36 was read by title by Mr. Madden.  A motion was made by Mr. Burguieres and seconded by Mrs. Buchholz for its introduction. Mr. Burguieres stated this is an update of Sally Reese survey. Mrs. Scott acknowledged it did go through the public hearing process with the Historic Commission and she requests a recommendation: to make the ordinance effective immediately. Mr. Burguieres made a motion to make Ordinance No. 15-36 effective immediately; this was seconded by Mr. Ellis. Without further comment or questions the amendment to Ordinance No. 15-36 passed 5-0. Back to the amended ordinance, without further comment or questions the amended Ordinance No. 15-36 passed 5-0.

3.Adoption of Ordinance No. 15-37; AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE SERVITUDE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE AND CLECO POWER LLC FOR THE MONTGOMERY AND RAPATEL WATER TOWER AND TO PROVIDE FOR RELATED MATTERS (Offered by Carla Buchholz, Council District II)

Ordinance No. 15-37 was read by title by Mr. Madden.  A motion was made by Mrs. Buchholz and seconded by Mr. Danielson for its introduction. Mrs. Buchholz stated this is for the completion of the water tower located on Rapatel. Mr. Burguieres commented some of his constituents were not aware of the project until it was too late and already approved. Without further comment or questions Ordinance No. 15-37, the ordinance passed 5-0.

4.Adoption of Ordinance No. 15-38; AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE TO AUTHORIZE THE ACQUISITION OR OWNERSHIP OF THE RIGHT OF WAY SERVITUDES FOR THE FLORIDA STREET WIDENING PROJECT, AND TO ACQUIRE A SERVITUDE OF PASSAGE FOR THE WIDENING OF FLORIDA STREET EXTENSION AND ANY APPURTENANT ISSUE THERETO INCLUDING CONSTRUCTION OF UTILITY LINES AND FURTHER TO  INCLUDING THE RIGHT TO CONSTRUCT AND MAINTAIN RIGHT OF WAY THEREON AND FOR OTHER MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH . (Offered by Carla Buchholz, Council District II)
Ordinance No. 15-38 was read by title by Mr. Madden.  A motion was made by Mrs. Buchholz and seconded by Mr. Danielson for its introduction. Mrs. Buchholz stated this is for the Florida Street widening project between W. Causeway and N. Causeway. Mr. Ellis asked if the businesses have been consulted and Mrs. Buchholz replied that they have been and they are pleased to have easy access and some have even noticed people driving in the wrong direction. Mr. Ellis stated that many residents of Fountainbleau are hoping it will relieve some of the cut through traffic in their neighborhood. Mr. Madden inquired as how much frontage will be taken away from the businesses. Mrs. Buchholz stated about 3-4 feet on each side. Mr. Danielson asked if there was a time line and who designed the improvements. Mr. deGeneres stated Mrs. Buchholz worked with Principal Engineering and the Causeway Commission, the owners still need to sign off on the servitudes, and then it will need to be advertised so hopefully a start time would be this summer. Some construction will be done at night and he also noted the Hwy 22 project has been pushed back again. Without further comment or questions Ordinance No. 15-38, the ordinance passed 5-0.

Ordinance No. 15-39 was read by title by Mr. Madden.  A motion was made by Mrs. Buchholz and seconded by Mr. Ellis for its introduction. Mrs. Buchholz stated this is the same as Ordinance No. 15-38 except it is for parcels B and C, they have the same owner. Without further comment or questions Ordinance No. 15-39, the ordinance passed 5-0.

6.Adoption of Resolution No. 15-66; A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE TO AUTHORIZE AND DIRECT THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AND ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH THE TOWN OF ABITA SPRINGS TO SHARE PERSONNEL, EQUIPMENT, AND OTHER SERVICES THAT COULD BE OFFERED BY THE TOWN AND THE CITY TO EACH OTHER ENTITY THAT WOULD JUSTLY SERVE AS PUBLIC PURPOSE AND PROVE COSTS EFFECTIVE AND FOR RELATED MATTERS (Offered by Carla Buchholz, Council District II)
[bookmark: _GoBack]Resolution No. 15-66 was read by title by Mr. Madden.  A motion was made by Mrs. Buchholz and seconded by Mr. Danielson for its introduction. Mrs. Buchholz stated this is a contract with Abita Springs to share equipment and personnel. Mr. Ellis had asked questions from the administration and has not received answers. He has concerns and at this time is not comfortable with the agreement. Mr. Burguieres stated there is no pressing need, this started as a resolution to share sewer equipment and now has expanded to share any equipment and personnel. The Mayor said it is not unusual to share with other municipalities, they have done informal arrangements in the past, but this was recommended by the Legislative Auditors. Mr. Burguieres asked for documentation of this request, the Mayor replied he does not have any.  Mr. Burguieres asked if we had done this informally in the past we did not have a hold harmless agreement. The Mayor replied yes, we did not have a hold harmless agreement. Mr. Burguieres requested to include in the CEA that the FEMA rate would be charged per the Mayor’s statement. Mr. Cressy will add the “current” FEMA rate to the CEA. Mr. Ellis stated he has asked questions and he would like to defer. Mrs. Buchholz replied she had hoped everyone would have had their questions answered and would not be happy with a deferral. Mr. Madden stated there is police sharing for parades but what does Abita need from the City. The Mayor replied they need a camera truck and he thought he would expand on the CEA. Mr. Ellis just wants to make sure we are spending our tax dollars wisely. Mr. Madden asked the Mayor if we would be seeing a CEA for the parades. The Mayor replied no, it does not need to go to the Council. Mrs. Buchholz made a motion to move this item to the end of new business so Mr. Cressy can draft some changes; this was seconded by Mr. Ellis.

A motion was made by Mr. Ellis and seconded by Mr. Burguieres for approval of the special event liquor license application for the 30 by Ninety Theatre, Inc. for the following events to be located at 880 Lafayette St. Mandeville: “Vanya and Sonia and Masha and Spike”, “One Man’s Stand Comedy Show”, “To Kill a Mockingbird”, “Sondheim on Sondheim” various dates and times. Without further comment or questions, the motion passed 5-0.

3. Approval of Task Order No. 3, 2015 Sewer and Water Maintenance Contract, repairs to the water distribution and sewer collection systems at various locations throughout the City, not to exceed $150,000 (Offered by Rick Danielson, Council –at- Large)
A motion was made by Mr. Danielson and seconded by Mrs. Buchholz for approval of Task Order No. 3, 2015 Sewer and Water Maintenance Contract, repairs to the water distribution and sewer collection systems at various locations throughout the City, not to exceed $150,000 Mr. Danielson commented this is for various repairs and $250K was already allocated in the budget for water and sewer. Without further comment or questions, the motion passed 5-0.

Mr. Ellis inquired about the traffic study that was approved for $75K and the status. The Mayor said the study should be done in August. Mr. Danielson asked when the traffic counts would be done. The Mayor stated Rick Hall has already completed them.
