FOR THE MEETING OF JANUARY 28, 2016

The regular meeting of the Mandeville City Council was called to order by the Council Chairman at 6:00 p.m. Following the call to order, a moment of silence was observed and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

MINUTES:
1. Adoption of the January 14, 2016 Meeting Minutes.
A motion was made by Mr. Ellis and seconded by Mr. Danielson to adopt the minutes of January 14, 2016. There being no further questions or comments, the motion passed 5-0.

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Adoption of Ordinance No. 15-22; AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MANEVILLE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANES OF THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE, LOUISIANA, BY ADDING THERETO A NEW SECTION 10-47.1 ET SEQ., TO PROVIDE FOR THE APPLICATION AND ENFORCEMENT OF PROVISIONS OF THE ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE RELATING TO “MOTOR VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC” WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES OF THE SUBDIVISION KNOWN AS THE SANCTUARY WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE, ST. TAMMANY PARISH, LOUISIANA; AND FURTHER TO ADOPT THE PROVISIONS OF LOUISIANA REVISED STATUTES 14:97\, 14:99, 14:100 AND 14:100.1 RELATING TO THE USE OF ROADWAYS AND THE OPERATION OF MOTOR VEHICLES THEREON; TO REDESIGNATE SECTION 10-79 OF THE MANDEVILLE CODE OF ORDINANCES AS SECTION 11-89 AND TO PROVIDE FOR RELATED MATTERS (Offered by David Ellis, Council District I)
Ordinance No. 15-22 was read by title by Mr. Madden.  A motion was made by Mr. Burguieres and seconded by Mr. Ellis for its introduction. Mr. Ellis stated this is a housekeeping issue. A few years back this statute was deleted when it should have been modified. Chief Richard agreed and said the old statue only allowed the police to issue a ticket in the Sanctuary if it was in conjunction with a DWI. This ordinance removes the DWI component and allows the police to issue citations regardless if the occupant is under the influence of alcohol. Without further comment or questions Ordinance No. 15-22, passed 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Appointment of a new member to the Mandeville Parks and Parkways Committee. Mr. Madden announced there has been only one applicant submitted and that is from Maggie Gleason who is our previous landscape inspector. He feels she will do a wonderful job. Mr. Madden made the motion to approve Mrs. Gleason, seconded by Mr. Burguieres. Without further comment of questions, the motion passed 5-0.

2.Approval of the Substantial Completion and Balance Change order in the additive amount of $381.00 for the Lafayette Street Drainage Repair A/E Project, Contractor Subterranean Construction, LLC. As of January 13, 2016 (Offered by Rick Danielson, Council–at–Large)

A motion was made by Mr. Danielson and seconded by Mrs. Buchholz for the Approval of the Substantial Completion for and Balance Change order in the additive amount of $381.00 for the Lafayette Street Drainage Repair A/E Project. Mr. Danielson stated this is the completion of the project with a final cost of $231,381.00. Without further comment or questions, the motion passed 5-0.

FINANCE REPORT:
Mr. Oliveri reviewed the General Fund. There was $5.8 million collected and $4.3 million spent for the first four months of the fiscal year. The City is in the middle of collecting all license renewals and ad valorem taxes so next month there should be a significant increase in collections.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
Mr. Ellis inquired about the HWY 22 Parish Project Update. He has spoken with a few owners around the Tiffany Lanes area and they are interested in having City Sewer and Water. Mrs. Scott spoke with the owner of State Farm and there were private agreements made regarding water and sewer that need to be research before the City can proceed with providing any services.
Mr. Burguieres noted the traffic safety issue at the intersection of Ramon and Villere. He has heard from a few constituent that cars are going the wrong way and could possibly injure the children crossing the street. Chief Richard investigated a found for the most part those in violation were residents of the street. He will monitor the situation over the next month but there is a one way sign posted. Mr. Burguieres asked is they could possibly add or change the sign to something larger. The Mayor stated if they are going the wrong way they should be issued a citation. Chief will keep an eye out and note any problems.
Mr. Madden asked Mr. deGeneres if there was going to be any work on Live Oak between Copal and Carol. Mr. deGeneres was not sure, he will check.
