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FOR THE MEETING OF FEBRUARY 25, 2016

The regular meeting of the Mandeville City Council was called to order by the Council Chairman at 6:00 p.m. Following the call to order, a moment of silence was observed and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

MINUTES:
1. Adoption of the February 11, 2016 Meeting Minutes.
A motion was made by Mrs. Buchholz and seconded by Mr. Danielson to adopt the minutes of February 11, 2016. There being no further questions or comments, the motion passed 5-0.

REPORTS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS:
Mr. Madden announced the City Council seeks to appoint a board member to Fire District #4. Candidates interested in being considered for this appointment should submit a letter of consideration and/or resume to the City Council Clerk by Friday, March 18, 2016, 4p.m.
Mrs. Buchholz wanted to remind everyone March 18th is the Keep Louisiana Beautiful Leaders Against Litter event in the Council Chambers. This is sponsored by Lt. Governor Billy Nungesser and is a state wide awareness program.
Mr. Danielson wanted to recognize Bradley who is working towards his Eagle Scout certification. He is with troop #119 from St. Timothy’s. 

OPENING OF THE AGENDA:

Mr. Madden asked if there was any objections for the opening of the agenda for the Adoption of Resolution No. 16-01; A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE ADOPTING THE LOUISIANA COMPLIANCE QUESTIONNAIRE(Offered by Clay Madden, Council Chairman). Mrs. Buchholz made a motion and this was seconded by Mr. Ellis. A vote was taken and the motion to open the agenda passed 5-0. 
Mr. Oliveri stated this is the end of the year audit questionnaire and there have been no changes in the City’s answers for the past few years. Mr. Madden asked if this is similar to the Council questionnaire. Mr. Oliveri stated “no, these are questions that relate to the business of the City”. Mr. Burguieres inquired why it is late and had to be on the opening of the agenda. Mr. Oliveri stated he thought he had presented it to the Council earlier and was mistaken. Mr. Oliveri stated the Council is just giving the administration the authorization to sign the questionnaire, the administration is certifying that the information is correct. Mr. Burguieres announced and other members of the Council and public became aware a few weeks ago that the Planning and Zoning Commission have not done most of their minutes for 2015 and 2016. This reflects the answers for questions 36 and 37. The question asks if the minutes are taken at all meeting of the governing authority and that they are published in the official journal. Since the P&Z board had not completed the 2015 and 2016 minutes, they do not comply with the law so how can the Council sign this? Mr. Burguieres suggested changing the answer to “no” or making an amendment. The Mayor said you cannot amend the questionnaire. The questionnaire asks if we do it or not and it is up to the administration on how the City answers that question. He will clarify the question and any exceptions will be noted. The Council should not be able to modify any paperwork. Mr. Burguieres states “written minutes shall be kept for all public meetings and the state statue even has penalties if they are not published within 20 days”. Mr. Burguieres commented if the administration has proof the minutes have been done, he does not have a problem with this questionnaire. If the Mayor said it cannot be amended then he will vote against the resolution because he is not going to approve something if he knows the Planning and Zoning commission is in violation of the law. Mr. Burguieres asked Mrs. Scott if she is aware of the uncompleted minutes. Mrs. Scott stated she knows they are not complete. Mr. Madden asked Mrs. Scott how many of the 2015 minutes are not completed. She said she does not know, “it is under the secretary and the planning and zoning commission, she refers to Mr. Deano”. She says she does not see the minutes for P&Z, they are submitted to the commission by the secretary so she does not know the status. Mrs. Buchholz asked if we can state all minutes will be in compliance. Mr. Ellis also inquired if we can certify that the minutes have been done by the administration. Mr. Madden asked Mr. Deano if they adopt this resolution, they are accepting the answers to the questions. Mr. Deano said there is a distinction between the Council and P&Z. The Council has no control over P&Z but he said he has not had a chance to review the questionnaire. Mr. Madden asked Mr. Oliveri what would happen if they did not certify the resolution at this meeting, would they miss a deadline. Mr. Oliveri stated the deadline is Monday and he thought the auditors would hold up sending their audit to the state.  Mr. Oliveri said he will qualify the questions/answers if the Council wants to say the P&Z commission had not complied. Mr. Deano said the P&Z is a governing body but not under the control of the Council. Mr. Burguieres stated this questionnaire does not only apply to the Council it is about the City and if the Council is aware the P&Z is not in compliance how can they proceed if they are not allowed to change/amend the questionnaire. Mr. Madden asked Mr. Deano if we can have it cleared up by the next meeting. Mr. Oliveri will check with the auditors but there are videos of the P&Z meetings. Mr. Burguieres stated the law states written minutes and they need to be published in the official journal. Mr. Deano said the law required that the P&Z publish their minutes but he thinks this questionnaire applies to the Council. Mr. Burguieres asked Mr. Oliveri if other departments received a questionnaire – his reply was ”no”. Mr. Burguieres stated this questionnaire asks a multitude of questions that do not apply to the Council therefore he believes it is the City’s questionnaire not just the Councils.  Mr. Madden wanted to make a motion to defer this but he wants to know from Mr. Oliveri if there would be a fine if they do not submit on time. Mr. Oliveri said it is up to the auditors. Mrs. Buchholz made a motion to defer this resolution to the March 10, 2016 City Council meeting, this was seconded by Mr. Burguieres. 
Without further comments or questions, the motion to defer Resolution No. 16-01 passed 5-0. Mr. Deano was asked by Mr. Burguieres if he could provide next week an opinion if this questionnaire applies to the P&Z commission and how to proceed.

1.Approval of Special Event Permit for Keep Mandeville Beautiful Spring Cleanup and MPW Watershed Festival  on Saturday, April 16, 2016 from 10-1 p.m., no rain date, actions on the departmental costs of $2,153.00, and waiver of eating and drinking on the lakefront

A motion was made by Mrs. Buchholz and seconded by Mr. Ellis for approval of the. Keep Mandeville Beautiful Spring Cleanup and MPW Watershed Festival on Saturday, April 16, 2016 from 10-1 p.m., no rain date, actions on the departmental costs of $2,153.00, and waiver of eating and drinking on the lakefront. Ms. Buchholz commented this is their annual cleanup and beautification project. The staging area is at the Harbor in conjunction with the Watershed Festival. When the permit was applied for Megan Gouzy was the director of KMB and has since resigned. There is a new director Peggy May. Mrs. Buchholz stated her name is on the application as the Chairperson and is not sure if she can vote on this so she would like to recuse herself from this vote. Without further comment or questions, the motion passed 4-0 (Mrs. Buchholz abstains).

2.Approval of Special Event Permit for the Woodlake Elementary Turbo Turtle Run, Saturday, March 19, 2016 from  9 – 5 p.m., no rain date, actions on the departmental costs, and waiver of eating and drinking on the lakefront.

A motion was made by Mr. Ellis and seconded by Mr. Burguieres for approval of the Woodlake Elementary Turbo Turtle Run, Saturday, March 19, 2016 from 9 – 5 p.m., no rain date, and actions on the departmental costs, and waiver of eating and drinking on the lakefront. The PTA president and Woodlake president stated the money raised is for technology upgrades and the replacement of smart boards. There are rubber turtles that can be purchase for $5 each and there are winners for the top 3 turtles that pass through the finish gate. The day starts with a family fun run and then proceeds to a festival. Attendance is expected to be around 500 people. Without further comment or questions, the motion passed 5-0.

Mr. Ellis asked Mr. deGeneres the status of the streets on the West side from the heavy rainstorm. He had sent an email with some areas of concern he observed during the storm. Mr. deGeneres said the rain came so fast it exceeded the storm drain capacity of some of the subdivisions. Mr. Ellis inquired about Rue Beauvais flooding and Mr. deGeneres said they are aware of some of these issues and they will formulate a plan to address these issues. Mrs. Buchholz inquired about the status of the drainage improvements at Monroe and Hutchinson. Mr. deGeneres said they are negotiating the contract right now and have issued a scope of work. He is hoping to have this to present to the Council next month.

FINANCE REPORT
Mr. Oliveri stated in the 5-months of operations, the city has collected $9.4 million or 42.12% of the budgeted revenue, including grant revenue. Ad Valorem Taxes collection began in late December, collections through January was $1.6 million or 81.28% of budget. The operating expenditures incurred over the first 5-month total $5.4 million or 36.25% of the operating budget expenditures.  Based on our budget the fund has access to $12.4 million funding from the Special Sales Tax fund, for the capital outlay of projects.  The city’s General Fund balance is currently $16.4 million of which we have committed funds of  $2.1 million for Capital Outlay.

ADJOURNMENT:
Mr. Burguieres made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Mr. Ellis. Mr. Madden adjourned the meeting at 6:35 p.m.
