MANDEVILLE CITY COUNCIL MINUTES
FOR THE MEETING OF MARCH 10, 2016

The regular meeting of the Mandeville City Council was called to order by the Council Chairman at 6:00 p.m. Following the call to order, a moment of silence was observed and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

MINUTES:
1. Adoption of the February 25, 2016 Meeting Minutes.
A motion was made by Mr. Danielson and seconded by Mrs. Buchholz to adopt the minutes of February 25, 2016. There being no further questions or comments, the motion passed 5-0.

PRESENTATION:
St Tammany Parish Hospital Wellness Center made a presentation regarding the WIC program. They received a grant for $140K last year. The purpose of the grant is to reduce the prevalence of chronic disease by increasing access to healthy food/beverage options within the communities of Covington and Mandeville, LA. They participated with several restaurants to increase the awareness of healthy options and by the use of an app “Fit NOLA” visitors can see what items restaurants have designated as healthy options. They also have store tours, community gardens, and Eat Fit Northshore as some of their strategies. 

REPORTS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS:
Mr. Madden wanted to remind everyone of the Keep Mandeville Beautiful Sweep on April 16, 2016 and also to encourage all to attend the Trailhead concert series.
Mrs. Buchholz reminded everyone of the Leaders Against Litter Campaign which will take place next Friday, March 18, 2016 here in the Council Chambers.

OLD BUSINESS:
1.Adoption of Resolution No. 16-01; A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE ADOPTING THE LOUISIANA COMPLIANCE QUESTIONNAIRE (Offered by Clay Madden, Council Chairman)

A motion was made by Mr. Burguieres and seconded by Mr. Ellis for the adoption of Resolution No. 16-01. Mr. Madden noted at the last meeting the Council asked Mr. Deano to clarify if the questionnaire (#36-38) only applied to the Council and not the Planning and Zoning Department. Mr. Deano said he sent a letter and found out the questionnaire only applies to the Council. Mr. Burguieres would still like to know if all other public bodies that hold public meetings should respond to a similar questionnaire. He spoke with the AG office and suggested at the next meeting drafting a letter to the AG and ask about these other entities. Mrs. Buchholz inquired if they asked about the P& Z department. Mr. Burguieres said no but if the spirit of the questionnaire is for the municipalities and it subdivisions to comply, he thought it would be a good idea. If they should follow the law with keeping of minutes then they should follow up with a questionnaire.  Mr. Madden stated this would be for the sole purpose of good government, best practices. Mrs. Buchholz asked if the request would go to the AG or the legislative auditors. Mr. Burguieres spoke with the legislative auditors and they suggested going to the AG first. Mr. Deano stated under LA 44:17, these boards created by the City do not have to abide by the state law because they do not receive compensation and are private citizens. Mr. Deano stated the auditors should ask the AG for the opinion not the Mandeville City Council. Mr. Danielson asked Mr. Deano so the P&Z board members do not receive compensation? Mr. Deano said they do not receive any compensation. Mr. Deano sat Mr. Runyon asked if this is something the council approves every year. Mr. Burguieres stated yes, but this is the first year where they had a question because of the discovery of the P&Z minutes issue. Mrs. Scott stated the minutes are now resolved. Mr. Runyon expressed the P&Z may not be in violation of the state statue according to Mr. Deano but they are in violation of the City Charter because the Charter states there must be minutes. Without further comment or questions, Resolution No. 16-01 passed 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Approval of liquor license for Gulf Coast Spirits LLC, dba “Gulf Coast Spirits”, located at 1740 Florida Street, Mandeville. (Offered by Clay Madden, Council Chairman)

A motion was made by Mr. Burguieres and seconded by Mr. Ellis Approval of liquor license for Gulf Coast Spirits LLC, dba “Gulf Coast Spirits”, located at 1740 Florida Street, Mandeville. Mr. Madden commented they will be a fine wine packaging store and will me the third new location to purchase liquor in the City. Coming soon is Whole Foods and Acquistapace. Without further comment or questions, the motion passed 5-0.

2. Approval of the re-appointment Jeff Bernard as Commissioner to the Historic Preservation District Commission. Term to be a four (4) year term 3-1-2016 to 2-28-2020. (Offered by Clay Madden, Council Chairman)

A motion was made by Mr. Ellis and seconded by Mrs. Buchholz for Approval of the re-appointment Jeff Bernard as Commissioner to the Historic Preservation District Commission. Term to be a four (4) year term 3-1-2016 to 2-28-2020. Mr. Madden commented Mr. Bernard he has been a valued member of the commission. Without further comment or questions, the motion passed 5-0.

3. Approval of the Substantial Completion for Rapatel Water Tower, A/E No. 1006A4, Contractor: Caldwell Tanks, Inc., as of February 24, 2016 in the amount of $2,853,944.00. (Offered by Carla Buchholz, Council District II)

A motion was made by Mrs. Buchholz and seconded by Mr. Burguieres for Approval of the Substantial Completion for Rapatel Water Tower, A/E No. 1006A4, Contractor: Caldwell Tanks, Inc., as of February 24, 2016 in the amount of $2,853,944.00
Mrs. Buchholz commented this is the completion of the water tower which is on-line. Mr. Ellis inquired how much of the total price was from the capital outlay fund. Mr. deGeneres stated the original amount was $2.5 million and they increased the amount during the budget session. Mr. Burguieres asked who will be doing the maintenance contract for the tower. Mr. deGeneres stated Caldwell Tanks does not want to do the maintenance so they will go out to bid for the maintenance of both the Rapatel and St. Ann Water Towers. The maintenance will consist of yearly light replacement and paint. Without further comment or questions, the motion passed 5-0.

4. Ordinance No. 16-02 was read by title by Mr. Madden. A motion was made by Mr. Ellis and seconded by Mrs. Buchholz for the introduction of Ordinance No. 16-02. This ordinance will be discussed and voted on at the next City Council meeting on March 24, 2016.

· Drainage and concrete work in Fontainebleau Subdivision in progress. Mr. Ellis sent Mr. deGeneres pictures of the culverts retaining water and is concerned with the upcoming storm. Mr. deDeneres stated the grading is being readjusted and once the project is complete there should not be any standing water, but tonight they will hold water. He is aware of the problem on Rue Bayonne and Rue Bayonne it will be included in future projects. Mr. Ellis just requested to continue to be keep in the loop as to the status of the projects in his district.  
· Future work to include:  Heavens Drive culvert replacement between Cedarwood and garden and ditch grading
Golden Glen Subdivision drainage and paving & Katherine Parkway towards the end of the month

· LS 33 under construction. Contractor will be back next week. Mr. Ellis asked about the station on Devon Dr. Mr. deGeneres stated the PO was cut and they will start in about a week.

Old golden shores waterlines
· Pipeline installation continuing south of Monroe St.

Public works equipment shelter
· Painting work complete
· Building erection in progress, will resume next week due to weather

The Mayor commented Public Works has been sweeping the city in preparation for the upcoming storm. Mrs. Buchholz commented Kimberly Drive floods easily and there are several residents who would be confined in their homes. Who would they contact in case of an emergency? Mr. deGeneres stated they should call the police. The police and fire department have a truck that can handle the high waters in case of emergencies.
Mr. Burguieres inquired about the status of the Galvez project. Mr. deGeneres said the project is about 60% completed and will be ready to go out for bid in about 90 days.
