A motion was made by Mrs. Buchholz and seconded by Mr. Danielson for the adoption of the May 5, 2014 special
meefing minutes.

smoke text and mavhole evaluaiions. Mayor Villere stated that this evaluation study was for the east side of town;
the evaluvation for the west side was completed last year. The motion passed 5-0.

A motion was made by Mr. Danielson and seconded by Mrs. Buchholz for the adoption of Resolution No, 14-27,
Ms. Cheryl Klein, Director of the Chapter for Smoke Free Louisiana, addressed the Council and Mayor on state
wide tobacco control issues since 2006. There being noquestions, the motion to adopt Resolution No. 14-27 passed

9. Introduction of Twelve Charter Amendment Ordinances

a. ORDINANCE NO. 14-16: AN ORDINANCE PROPOSING AMENDMENT PACKAGE NO. | TQO THE
MANDEVILLE HOME RULE CHARTER TO MAKE CERTAIN TECHNICAL CHANGES AND
NONSUBSTNATIVE UPDATES; CALLING AN ELECTION ON THE PROPOSED AMENDMENTS;
ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE FOR THE PROPOSED AMENDMENTS; AND PROVIDING FOR
MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH.

Ordinance No 14-16 was read by title by Mr. Madden. A motion was made by Mr. Ellis and seconded by Mr,
Burguieres for its introduction. Mr. Franckiewicz gave a brief explanation of the process of how each proposed
amendment could arrive on the ballot in November. Each ordinance is a stand-alone proposition. Each ordinance
that is formally introduced this evening has to be published in full in the City’s official journal. All will have an
effective date of January 1, 2015; accept the life time term limits amendment which will be effective retroactively.
A motion was made by Mr. Danjelson and seconded by Mr. Ellis to amend line #421 to change “president” to
“chairman”. The motion to amend passed 5-0.

b. ORDINANCE NO. 14-17: AN ORDINANCE PROPOSING AMENDMENT PACKAGE NO. 2 TO THE
MANDEVILLE HOME RULE CHARTER REGARDING COUNCIL PROCEDURES, ORGANIZATON AND
GOVERNANCE; CALLING AN ELECTION ON THE PROPOSED AMENDMENTS; ESTABLISHING AN
EFFECTIVE DATE FOR THE PROPOSED AMENDMENTS; AND PROVIDING FOR MATTERS IN
CONNECTION THEREWITH.

Ordinance No 14-17 was read by tifle by Mr. Madden. A motion was made by Mr. Danielson and seconded by Mrs,
Buchholz for its infroduction. A motion was made by Mr. Burguieres to amend line # 66 to remove “Council
members elect”, The motion to amend failed for lack of a second.

¢. ORDINANCE NO. 14-18: AN ORDINANCE PROPOSING AMENDMENT PACKAGE NO. 3 TO THE
MANDEVILLE HOME RULE CHARTER TO PROVIDE FOR CERTAIN BUDGETARY AND PROPERTY
ACQUISITION MATTERS; CALLING AN ELECTION ON THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT:
ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE FOR THE PROPOSED} AMENDMENT; AND PROVIDING FOR
MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH.

Ordinance No 14-18 was read by title by Mr. Madden. A motion was made by Mr. Danielson for its introduction.
There was consensus among the Couficil that this proposal could be accomplished each year through the budget
ordinance as needed. Mr. Deano added that this amendment brings the charier into compliance with the State
Budgetary Act, The motion to introduce Ordinance No 14-18 failed for lack of a second.

d. ORDINANCE NO, 14-19: AN ORDINANCE PROPOSING AMENDMENT PACKAGE NOQ. 4 TO THE
MANDEVILLE HOME RULE CHARTER TO EXTEND COUNCIL TERM LIMITS FROM TWO TO THREE
CONSECUTIVE TERMS AND APPLY THE TERM LIMITS REGARDLESS OF COUNCIL POSITION;
CALLING AN ELECTION ON THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE
FOR THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT; AND PROVIDING FOR MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH.

Ordinance Mo 14-19 was read by title by Mr, Madden. A motion was made by Mr. Danielson and seconded by Mr.
Ellis for its introduction. Mayor Villere stated that he was against extending term limits. Mr, Madden stated that his
intentien was to close a loophole {musicat chairs) and allow a Council member to service for three terms, similar to
the executive branch. A mation was made by Mr. Ellis and seconded by Mr. Burguieres to amend the ordinance by
eliminating the extension of term limits from two to three terms. Mr. Danielson stated that his concern was that we
were confusing voters with the potential of three term limit propositions on the ballot, Mr. Franckiewicz stated that
this proposed amendment defeats the balance of power between the legislative branch and executive branch, unless
we draft, on the spot, another ordinance reducing the Mayor's term limits from three to two. Theoretically it could
be done, but would be a little dangerous and not recommended. M. Ellis withdrew his motion to amend and Mr,
Burguieres concurred.

e. ORDINANCE NO. 14-20: AN ORDINANCE PROPOSING AMENDMENT PACKAGE NO. 5 TO THE
MANDEVILLE HGME RULE CHARTER TO PROVIDE FOR THE POSITION OF CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE
OFFICER, IF ESTABLISHED BY ORDINANCE; CALLING AN ELECTION ON THE PROPOSED
AMENDMENT; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE FOR THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT; AND
PROVIDING FOR MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITIL

Ordinance No 14-20 was read by title by Mr, Madden. A motion was made by Mr. Ellis for its infroduction. Mayor
Villere stated that he thought this does not need to go before the voters as a charter amendment; it can be handled
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.through the regular process of re-organization. Mr. Danielson emphasized that ii could be handled through the re-
organization and budgetary process. The motion to introduce Ordinance No. 14-20 failed for lack of a second.

f. ORDINANCE NO. 14-21: AN ORDINANCE PROPOSING AMENDMENT PACKAGE NO. 12 TO ALLOW
THE CITY COUNCIL TO RETAIN SPECIAL COUNSEL; CALLING AN ELECTION ON THE FROPOSED
AMENDMENT; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE FOR THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT; AND
PROVIDING FOR MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH.

Ordinance No 14-21 was read by title by Mr. Madden. A motion was made by Mr. Burguieres and seconded by Mr.
Ellis for its introduction. A motion was made by Mr. Danielson and seconded by Mr, Burgnieres to amend lines #40
and #48 to change two-thirds to three-quarters. The motion to amend passed 5-0. Mr. Franckiewicz stated that
Ordirance 14-21 and Ordinance 14-22 were similar. Ordinance Mo, 14-21 does not contain any conditions or
limitations. Ordinance 14-22 limits the retention of Special Counsel in time and to a specific issue. Both require
four votes of the Council. He advised that the Council introduce one or the other since they both address the same
topic. Mr. Burguieres stated that the same restrictions found in Ordinance No. 14-22 can be applied each time the
Council hires Special Counsel. He added that his goal was to distill ii down and make it easier for the voters. Two
other cities, Hammond and New Orleans, have the same provision with the same language. Mr. Franckiewicz
recommended adding an amendment to terminate the Special Counsel with a vote of the Council since there was no
scope or fime limitation. A motion was made by Mr. Ellis and seconded by Mr. Burguieres to amend Ordinance No.
14-21 to add the Janguage “Any Special Counsel se employed may be discharged by a majority vote™. The motion
to amend passed 5-0. Mayor Villere stated that he was opposed to the idea of the Council retaining their own
attomey. He stated that this Council has been well served i the past through the City Aftorney and Assistant
Attorneys. The City Attorney serves the executive and legislative branches, and not individuals, which fosters a
good working relationship rather than a divisive relationship. Mr. Deano pointed out that the Council has adopted
rules, by resolution, which outlines how to seek advice and legal opinions. He added that the Council should &t least
try these mles before seeking a charter amendment and & manner which virtually no other City exercises. M.
Deano asked if the Counncil was limited to the number of attorneys that could be retained. Mr. Franckiewicz stated
no; his interpretation was mere than one if the Council so chooses.

g. ORDINANCE NO. 14-22: AN ORDINANCE PROPOSING AMENDMENT PACKAGE NO. 6 TO THE
MANDEVILLE HOME RULE CHARTER TO PROVIDE FOR THE APPOINTMENT OF A SPECIAL
ATTORNEY FOR THE COUNCIL UNDER SPECIFIED CIRCUMSTANCES; CALLING AN ELECTION ON
THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE FOR THE PROPOSED
AMENDMENT; AND PROVIDING FOR MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH.

Ordinance No 14-22 was read by title by Mr. Madden. The ordinance failed to receive a motion and second for its
intreduction.

h. ORDINANCE NO. 14-23: AN ORDINANCE PROPOSING AMENDMENT PACKAGE NO. 7 TO THE
MANDEVILLE HOME RULE CHARTER TO CLARIFY PROVISIONS FOR THE PROCUREMENT OF
PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AND OTHER PROCUREMENTS THAT ARE NOT OTHERWISE
CONTROLLED BY STATE LAW BIDDING PROCEDURES; CALLING AN ELECTION ON THE PROPOSED
AMENDMENT; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE FOR THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT; AND
PROVIDING FOR MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH.

Ordinance No 14-23 was read by title by Mr. Madden. A motion was made by Mr. Danielson and seconded by Mr,
Burguieres for its inireduction. A motion was made by Mr. Burguieres and seconded by Mr. Ellis to change the
language in section 5-08(B), line#48-56 of Ordinance 14-23 to read “Contracts for professional services, the service
of architects, attorneys, certified public accountants, engineers or physicians or other persons retained io manage or
direct activities on city owned or controlled property, or city sponsored events shall be submitted to the Council by
the Mayor for review and with the Mayor's recommendation as to the party to whom the contract is to be awarded”
keep the curent charter language for section 5-08{A), keep revised langpage of sections 5-08(C),(D), and eliminate
sections 5-08(E),(F) on lines #72-78 of Ordinance 14-23. Mayor Villere stated that he thought this change targeted
the manager of the Trailhead marlet. This inhibits the possibility of outsourcing current and future activities. Mr.
Deano stated that the goal of this provision could be accomplished in the budgetary process. Mr. Franckicwicz
stated that this provides charter control on certain non-bid contracts. The motion to amend passed 4-1, with Mrs.
Buchholz voting against,

i. ORDINANCE NO. 14-24: AN ORDINANCE PROPOSING AMENDMENT PACKAGE NO, 8 TQ THE
MANDEVILLE HOME RULE CHARTER TO PROVIDE FOR CIVIL SERVICE PROTECTION FOR. THE
POSITION OF HUMAN RESOURCES DIRECTOR; CALLING AN ELECTION ON THE PROPOSED
AMENDMENT; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE FOR THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT; AND
PROVIDING FOR MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH.

Ordinance No 14-24 was read by title by Mr. Madden. A motion was made by Mr. Danielson and seconded by Mr.
Ellis for its introduction. Mirs. McKinney reporied that the Civil Service Board met on May 20" and unanimousty
supports Ordinances No 14-24 and 14-25 with a recommencdation to amend No. 14-24 section G, lines #94-112 to
include two additions and one revision in order to maich the language found in Act 84-164 for the Municipal Police
Employees Civil Service System. The additions include:(1) The Board shall be compose of five members who are
recognized to be in sympathy with the merit principles of the public personnel administration and (2) To be eligible
for appointment as a member to the board a person shall have beer a resident of the city of Mandeville for at least
one year to the appointment and, at the time of appointment, shall be an elector of the municipality. No member of
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the board shall hold any other public office during the term of his appointment. The revision to section G includes a
change from five year terms to four year terms. Mr. Franckiewicz stated that the recommendations to amend were
useful and clear. A motion was made by Mr. Danielson and seconded by Mrs. Buchholz to amend Ordinance No
14-24 wiih the three recommendations from the Civil Service Board as stated this evening by Mrs, McKinney and as
listed in her May 22, 2014 letter to the Council. The motion passed 5-0. A motion was made by Mr. Burguieres and
seconded by Mr. Danielson to incorporate all of Ordinance No 14-24 into Ordinance No 14-16 as a technical
amendment. Mr. Madden disagreed and stated that voting on whether someone should be added to the civil service
system, regardless of their title, should be a separate item. After further discussion, Mr. Burguieres and Mr.
Danielson withdrew their motion.

j-ORDINANCE NO. 14-25: AN ORDINANCE PROPOSING AMENDMENT PACKAGE NO. ¢ TO THE
MANDEVILLE HOME RULE CHARTER TO TRANSFER JURISDICTION OVER PERSONNEL RULES,
POLICIES, PROCEDURES AND PRACTICES TO THE FERSONNEL BOARD; CALLING AN ELECTION ON
THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT; ESTABLISHING AN BFFECTIVE DATE FOR THE PROPOSED
AMENDMENT; AND PROVIDING FOR MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH.

Ordinance No 14-25 was read by title by Mr. Madden, A motion was made by Mr. Danielson and seconded by Mirs.
Buchholz for its introduction. Mrs. McKinney stated that if this proposal is approved, personnel rules, policies and
practices will go before the Civil Service Board for approval rather than the City Council. Currently personne] rules
for the police employees are approved by the Civil Service Board and the rules for the municipal employees are
brought to the Council for approval in the form of an ordinance. ‘This change in the Charter woutd keep both sides
the same,

k. ORDINANCE NO. 14-26: AN ORDINANCE PROPOSING AMENDMENT PACKAGE NO. 10 TO
ESTABLISH LIFETIME TERM LIMITS FOR COUNCIL MEMBERS; CALLING AN ELECTION ON THE
PROPOSED AMENDMENT; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE FOR THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT;
AND PRCOVIDING FOR MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH.

Ordinance No 14-26 was read by title by Mr. Madden. A motion was made by Mr. Ellis and seconded by Mr.
Burguieres for its introduction. Mr. Madden stated that he amended the ordinance since the last meeting, in faimess,
by making this lifetime term limit retroactive to July 1, 2012, Mr. Franckiewicz stated that this proposal would
supersede the earlier term limit proposal (musical chairs). This has been drafted as a stand-alone teplacement. Mr.
Franckiewicz stated that if both propositions are on the ballot, we should include langnage that states which one
trumps the other. If you voie for life time term limits, you will do away with musical chairs. This proposition is
partly in conflict with the other one on musical chairs. A motion was made by Mr. Burguieres to combine the Jife
time term limit ordinances for the Council and the Mayor (Ordinance No. 14-26 & 14-27). After a short discussion,
Mr. Burguieres withdrew his motion. Mr. Danielson stated tha{ our charter already addresses term limits; he asked
if cur system was broken. Are we over complicating this issue or are we trying to fix something? He added that he
sapports term limits at all levels of government. Mr. Madden stated that this proposal does selve a problem —
someone could potentially serve on the Council for 30-40 years. He added that he has surveyed his constituents and
the feedback he received was that they would fike to vote on this issue. Mr. Burguieres stated that he has heard
support for mysical chairs but not for life time term limits. Mrs. Buchholz stated that she disagreed with life time
term limits because it takes away the rights of future voters. The motion {o combine Ordinance No 14-26 & 14-27
was re-iniroduced by Mr. Madden and seconded by Mr. Ellis and included direction by the Council Clerk and
Special Counsel to reconcile language as necessary, The motion to combine Ordinance No. 14-26 and 14-27 passed
4-1, with Mis. Buchholz voting against. The Mayor stated that he was opposed and disagreed With the balance of
power argument, For example the Parish President has term limits and the Parish Council does not have term hmms

He added that 1t appears that the Councll is trying to gain more power and limit the Admlmstrat[on.

L ORD]NANCE NO. ’4-27. AN ORDINANCE PROPOSING AMENDMENT PACKAGE NO. 11 TO

Ordinance No 14-27 was read by title by Mr, Madden. A motion was made by Mr. Danielson for its introduction,
but failed to receive a second.

OLD BUSINESS:

1. Adoption of Ordinance No. 14-11, AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
MANDEVILLE WITH RESPECT TO PARCEL P-7-1, CONSISTING OF 1.0 ACRES ZONED AS PCUD,
PLANNED COMBINED USE DISTRICT, LOCATED IN NORTH CORPORATE VILLAGE, SAID PROPERTY
SITUATED IN SECTION 46, T&5, R11E, CITY OF MANDEVILLE, IN 5T. TAMMANY PARISH, LOUISIANA;
APPROVING THE SITE PLAN, THE CONCEPFTUAL LANDSCAPE PLAN AND CONCEPTUAL
ARCHITECTURAL ELEVATIONS; AND PROVIDING FOR FURTHER. MATTERS IN CONNECTION
THEREWITH

A motion was made by Mr. Burguieres and seconded by Mr. Daniclson for the adoption of Ordinance No. 14-11,
Mr. Danielson stated that this plan was for the triangle shaped parcel on East Causeway next to Rouses. There being
no discussion or questions, the motion to adopt Ordinance No, 14-11 passed 4-0, with Mrs. Buchholz being
temporarily absent.
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2. Adopti.on of Ordinance No 14-12, AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE ADOPTING BUDGET
ADJUSTMENT NO. 14-03, FISCAL YEAR 2013-2014 BUDGET

A motion was made by Mr, Ellis and seconded by Mr. Danfelson for the adoption of Ordinance No. 14-21. Mr.
Oliveri explained each adjustment item. On the revemue side the city received clevation grant income, dividends
from LWCC, and police seizare fonds. On the disburseient side, the city filed flood mitigation applications, there
wete capital expenditures for the Dew Drop, additional costs for the construction of bathrooms citywide, contract
labor for CLURO amendments, the expense for the wave motion study, police equipment, and two additional police
vehicles. Sales tax revenue is above budget by $300,000. Mr. Madden asked Mrs. Kidd to comment on the expense
for contract labor. Mis. Kidd stated that this was for Planning Works, LLC for the next phase (phase two) of
CLURQ amendments that were outlined in the short term work program and discussed ai the joint mesting of the
Council and the P&Z Commission. A motion was made by Mr. Madden and seconded by Mr. Burguieres io remove
$17,560 and $20,350 for Plaming Works, LL.C from the budget adjustment ordinance if three items were not
addressed in phase two: (1) The Trailhead, (2) Electronic Signs, (3) Start date of public hearings prior to September.
Mayor Villere stated that he would like to start public hearings after the summer work sessions for the budget are
concluded, Mrs, Kidd stated that work sessions with the Planning Commission would begin immediately in order to
prepare for the September public hearings. The work sessions to «raft and develop the language of the revisions
would oceur over the summer; plus the formation of committees for the purpose of technical review. Mr, Madden
stated that hie was told that phase two would begin immediately after phase one which ended in March. Mrs. Kidd
stated that if the budget adjustment is approved this evening, phase two would begin immediately. Mrs. Kidd
clarified issues related to the Trailhead. Site development issues and regulations curvently addressed under the
CLURO will be revisited in phase two. A review of the master plan for the Trailhead requires a significant amount
of fiunding and will need to go out for RFP. -City wide sign regutations are included in phase two, as discussed
during the adoption of phase one. She added that we fully intend to address your issues. Mr. Madden stated that
we disagree; Trailhead development issues have been ongoing for the last twelve years, After further debate, the
question was called by Mr. Danielson and scconded by Mrs. Buchholz. Mr. Madden clarified that his amendment
conditions were already included in the shoit term work program and in phase two of the CLURO amendments.
Mrs, Kidd agreed. Mr. Madden withdrew his amendment but stated that he hoped public hearings would begin
sooner than September and did not feel that public participation wanes during the summer months. A-motion was
made by Mr. Burguieres to amend the budget adjustment ordinance to include a RFQ process for P&Z consultants
with preference for local vendors. Mrs. Kidd stated that the Planning Commission specifically requested that
Planning Works, LLC continue with phase two of the CLURO amendments. Mr. Danielson suggesied including this
in the upcoming budget ordinance. Mr. Butguieres withdrew his amendment. There being no further disenssion, the
motion to adopt Ordinance No. 14-12 passed 5-0.

3. Adoption of Ordinance No. 14-13, AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
MANDEVILLE REPEALING ORDINANCE £7-7, WHICH SPECIFIED THE EMPLOYEE BENEFITS TC BE
PROVIDED TO THE CITY COUNCIL MEMBERS IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE HOME RULE CHARTER

A motion was made by Mr. Burguieres and seconded by Mr. Ellis for the adoption of Ordinance Ne. 14-13. M.
Ellis stated that this was a recommendation taken from the Mayor®s Long Range Finance Committee, It includes the
repeal of both health and dental benefits. Mr. Danielson asked the Personnel Director for input (from a personnel
perspective) and if this has any negative impact. Mrs, McKinney stated that this ordinance does not address life
insurance or total compensation. The City Council has been receiving life insurance which is not addressed in
Ordinance 87-7. There is time to research and address total compensation sinee this will not take effect until July
2016, She added that she has asked the City Aitomey to look into the life insurance benefit further. Mr. Danielson
stated that if this was a funding issue, maybe we should address total compensation now for future. Council
members, Are there other issues to address between the IR side and the legal side before we make any decisions,
and are we making final decisions for the right reasons? What is a fair and reasonable compensation package and
how should that package be made up? Mrs. McKimey stated that Healthcare Reform will also provide change for
Council members because they receive 1099 tax forms and are not considered full fime. A motion was made by
Mr. Ellis and seconded by Mr. Burguieres to amend the ordinance by adding language to “exclude health, dental,
and life insurance benefits effective July 1, 2016™. M. Oliveri stated that the Council may not even be eligible for
benefits in the near future due to the new Affordable Healthcare Act. The motion to amend passed 5-0. Mrs.
Buchholz stated that her concern was that the elimination of benefits would limit those who run for Council office;
would only the wealthy run for office. Also, she stated that serving on the Council is far more than a part-time job.
The less we compensate elected officials the more we can be sure that only people wifh upper and upper middle
class incomes have the ability fo seek this office or serve. That can create a gap in representation. My, Madden
stated that there was also a possibility that someone may run for office just for the healthcare benefits, which is a
problem. Mrs. Buchholz disagreed. Mr. Vince Talazac stated that this was a budget and perception issue, the
Council votes and funds the healthcare budget, and the heaith benefit (family plan is worth $20,000) has more value
than the annual Council salary, He asked the Council to consider cleaning up the problem sooner than July 1, 2016.
There being no further discussion, the motion to adopt Ordinance No. 14-13 passed, as amended, 4-1, with Mrs.
Buchholz voting against.

NEW BUSINESS:

5, Adoption of Resolution No. 14-26, A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
MANDEVILLE ACCEPTING THE BIDS FOR THE WWTP HEADWORKS MODIFICATION & SLUICE
GATES REPLACEMENT PROJECT AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT
WITH THE LOWEST RESPONSIBLE BIDDER; AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER MATTERS IN
CONNECTION THEREWITH
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A motion was made by Mr. Ellis and seconded by Mr. Danielson for the adoption of Resolution No. 14-68, Mr.
Danielson stated that the City received four bids and the lowest responsible bid came in from River Road
Construction for $355,000. The estimated construction cost was $391,000. There heing no questions or discussion,
the motion to adopt Resolution No. 14-26 passed 5-0.

7. Adoption of Resolution No. 14-28, A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
MANDEVILLE RECOMMENDING TOPICS TO BE REVIEWED AND RESEARCHED BY THE
MANDEVILLE FINANCIAL OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE WITH COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS TO
BE CONSIDERED FOR INCORPORATION INTO THE 201472015 OPERATING AND CAPITAL BUDGET
ORDINANCES

A motion was made by Mr. Danielson and seconded by Mr, Burguieres for the adoption of Resclution No, 14-28.
Mr. Danielson stated that as we prepare for the budget cycle, we have the opportunity to prepare a budget ordinance
that sets the direction for the Administration, This resolution Tefers topics to the MFOC for their rescarch,
discussion and then recommendations back to Council. Mrs. Buchholz asked if topic #1 regarding changing the
City's fiscal year would go to the Legislative Auditor for review. Mr. Oliveri stated that he has already inquired
with the Legislative Auditor and is waiting on their response. There being no further questions, the motion to adopt
Resolution No. 14-28 passed 5-0.

8. Introduction of Ordinance No. 14-14, AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE LEVYING AND
. IMPOSING TAXES ON PROPERTY SUBIECT TO TAXATION IN THE CITY OF MANDEVILLE, STATE OF

LOUISIANA, FOR THE YEAR 2014 IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF ARTICLE VII,

SECTION 23(B) AND (C) OF THE 1974 LOUISIANA CONSTITUTION AND R.S. 47:1705 (B) (1) AND (2)

Ordinance No 14-14 was Tead by title by Mr. Madden. A motion was made by Mr. Ellis and seconded by Mr.
Burguieres for its introduction.

9. Intreduction of Twelve Charter Amendment Ordinances -

Mr. Franckiewicz posed a scenario and question that if the musical chairs proposition gets more votes than the life
time term limits proposition, does it mean that the voters prefer to allow Council members [0 serve multiple
nonconsecutive terms.  Or do they really want the life time term limits. They are different concepis, Mr,
Franckiewicz suggested including a provision in both Ordinances (No 14-19 and 14-26) which states that the
proposition with the most votes, if they both pass, will prevail, A motion was made by Mr. Burguieres and
seconded by Mr. Danielson to add language in Ordinance No, 14-19 and No. 14-26 that states which evet
proposition receives the most votes will prevail and that the Council Clerk and Special Counsel have the authority to
make any grammatical, punctuation or typographical changes to the two Ordinances. The motion passed 5-0.

A motion was made by Mr. Burguieres and seconded by Mrs. Buchholz to adjourn and defer the remainder of the
egenda jtems to the next regular Council méeting. There being no further public comments, the motion to adjourn
passed 5-0.
